Easter Anthems

Lighting your own Paschal Candle
It has long been the tradition of the Church to light a Paschal Candle at Easter. The lighting of the candle symbolises Christ’s Passover from death to life. In lighting this candle and in our prayers today we honour the memory of his death and resurrection. In hearing the Gospel proclaimed and in celebrating the Sacrament of the Eucharist we can be assured that we too share in Christ’s victory over death and that we live with him for ever in God. Please light a fresh candle in your home to represent the Paschal Candle which will be lit in the church.
